LITURGY CORNER 

As you have already received several bulletin inserts concerning the Roman 
Missal and the changes coming about beginning Advent 2011, this corner will an-
swer some FAQ (Frequently Asked ?’s). Advent, 2011, is a little way off, but we 
want everyone to be apprised of the changes as we receive them. 

ROMAN MISSAL - Frequently Asked Questions. 
 

5 What should be taking place with our  catechetical effor ts? 
Dioceses should have a projected plan of what they intend to do to encourage 

preparation for implementation of the new translation in their dioceses. Parishes 
should, if they have not already done so, offer a basic catechesis about the text (our  
classes begin today and continue for  the next three weeks)  especially about the 
changes in the people’s responses. The Newsletter of the Committee on divine Wor-
ship has already highlighted various catechetical resources which will be valuable 
tools for the formation process. In September, 2010, the USCCB issued the Parish 
Guide to Implementing the Roman Missal. This resource offers a roadmap to imple-
menting the new translation in the parish. Both the International Commission on 
English in the Liturgy and USCCB will offer a multi-media DVD resource entitled 
Becoming One Body, One Spirit in Christ, an excellent catechetical resource for ex-
amining the new translation in the broader context of the history and theology of 
liturgy. With the final text now available, other publishers will provide catechetical 
materials which, among other things, will begin to look at the historical and theo-
logical aspects of the text.

40 DAYS FOR LIFE IS WORKING 

The 2010 40 Days for Life campaign is past the halfway 
point. If you’ve been meaning to participate this year but have-
n’ t gotten around to it yet, now is the time to act. We are look-
ing for volunteers to pray in front of the Planned Parenthood 
abortion facility at 114 University Avenue in Rochester be-
tween the hours of 7:00 AM and 8:00 PM. For more informa-
tion, visit 40dyasforlife.com/Rochester or call 489-9555. 

To date, 138 lives have been saved from abortion -- that we 
know of! One example: 

The 40 Days for Life vigil in Las Vegas is held outside an 
abortion center that is on a cul-de-sac. Just next to the abortion 
center is First Choice Pregnancy Center. Anyone going to the 
abortion facility has to drive right past this pregnancy center 
first. A young couple drove through the parking lot ... slowly -- 
TWICE! -- checking out both First Choice and the abortion 
center. The second time through, one of the pro-life volunteers 
told them they could get a free ultrasound at First Choice. They 
accepted the offer, saw the ultrasound -- and confirmed to vigil 
participants that they are choosing life for their child.  

Incredible stories keep coming out of the first-ever 40 Days 
for Life campaign in Beaumont, Texas- including a report about 
prayer and fasting.  

An entire youth group from a local church has been fasting 
on bread and water since the campaign started. Eleven of them 
prayed at the vigil together one day after school. In addition, 
several youth group members persuaded a 16-year-old friend to 
reject the idea of having an abortion.
