SAINTS OF THE WEEK 

St. Teresa Benedicta of the Cross  Feast Day: August 9 

Edith Stein was born at Breslau, Poland in 1891 into a Jewish German fam-
ily. Although raised in the Jewish tradition, at fourteen Edith declared herself an 
atheist. She studied philosophy at Gottingen and Freiburg with fine results and 
was drawn to the Catholic faith; she converted and received Baptism in 1922. 
Her career as a teacher was interrupted by the racist Nuremberg Laws, and she 
entered the Carmelite convent at Cologne, taking the name Teresa Benedicta of 
the Cross. In 1942 she was deported to the extermination camp of Auschwitz, 
where she died in a gas chamber. She was canonized in 1998. St. Teresa has been 
a patron saint of Europe since 1999, along with Sts. Brigid of Sweden and Cath-
erine of Sienna. Teresa is of Greek or German origin; in Greek it means 
“huntress,” in German “strong and amiable woman.” 
 

St. Clare of Assisi   Feast Day: August 11 

Clare was born of a noble family in Assisi, Italy, in 1194. Deeply moved by 
the acts of Francis of Assisi, she decided to follow his example. She founded the 
order of Poor Clares, giving it a rule that was approved in 1228 by Pope Gregory 
IX and was confirmed by Innocent IV in 1253, the year of Clare’s death. She was 
canonized in 1255. Clare is depicted in the black-and-brown habit of her order, 
with the lily, cross, and sometimes the staff of an abbess. Her attribute is a mon-
strance. Clare is the protector of television, embroiderers, launderers, gilders, 
ironers and the blind. Her name in the Latin origin means :clear, luminous.” 

 

St. Maximilian Kolbe    Feast Day: August 14 
Raimund Kolbe was born in Poland in 1894. He studied in the college of the 

Franciscans in Rome and entered the novitiate with the name Maximilian Maria. 
Ordained priest in 1918, he founded the Militia of Immaculate Mary, an order 
that was distinguished for its intense work. He was deported to the concentration 
camp of Auschwitz, where he offered his life in exchange for that of a man who 
had a wife and children and died of starvation on August14, 1941. He was canon-
ized in 1982. Maximilian is from the Latin and is composed of words meaning

INTERNATIONAL PILGRIM STATUE OF OUR LADY OF FATIMA  

COMES TO ST. MARK’S, KENDALL AND ST. MARY’S, HOLLEY 
The world-traveling Fatima Statue will spend the weekend of August 20-21 at St. Mary’s in Holley and St. 
Mark’s in Kendall. This statue travels mainly in the Western Hemisphere (there is another statue in the Eastern 
Hemisphere) bringing the message of Fatima to the world. Physical cures attributed to this statue have been 
documented many times. The statue has shed tears on numerous occasions, the first being in New Orleans in 
1972. It is believed that these manifestations were related to the tragic legalization of abortion. The abortion  
debate was going on at that time, just before the infamous January 22, 1973 Supreme Court Decision of Roe vs 
Wade.
