ROMAN MISSAL - Frequently Asked Questions. 

8. What will happen after  the texts are used in liturgical celebrations? 
The long-term goal of the new translation is to foster a deeper awareness and 

appreciation of the mysteries being celebrated in the Liturgy. The axiom lex orandi, 
lex credeendi—”what we pray is what we believe”—suggests that there is a direct 
relationship between the content of our prayers and the substance of our faith. It is 
hoped that writers will start to provide materials reflecting on the rich content of the 
text. These contributions might encourage priests to use the content of the prayers as 
a basis for their homilies or to supplement their homilies on Sundays. Those giving 
retreats or days of reconciliation can use the new texts of the missal as a resource for 
their presentations.

ST LEO THE GREAT  

FEAST DAY NOVEMBER 10 
The exact birth date of St. Leo the Great is 
unknown. He was an Italian aristocrat, and 
as deacon, he was dispatched to Gaul as a 
mediator by Emperor Valentinian III. He 
reigned as Pope between 440 and 461. He 
persuaded Emperor Valentinian to recog-
nize the primacy of the Bishop of Rome in 

an edict in 445. His sermons, of which ninety-six genuine ex-
amples have been preserved, are remarkable for their profun-
dity, clearness of diction, and elevated style. The first five of 
these, which were delivered on the anniversaries of his conse-
cration, manifest his lofty conception of the dignity of his of-
fice, as well. St. Leo is  the first pope of the Catholic Church to 
have been called the title "the Great." He is perhaps best 
known for having met Attila the Hun in 452, persuading him to 
turn back from his invasion of Italy. He is also a Doctor of the 
Church. St. Leo was pope from September 29, 440 to his death 
on November 10, 461 and is one of the longest reigning popes; 
reigning for 21 years, 1 month, and 13 days. (7,713 days.)

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CELEBRATE OUR FEAST DAYS 

DEDICATION OF THE ST. JOHN LATERAN BASILICA IN ROME Feast Day, Tuesday, November  9 

The Lateran Basilica in Rome is the Pope’s local Parish (he is the Bishop of Rome). The 
Basilica was dedicated by Pope Sylvester I in the year 324. Originally named the Most Holy 
Savior, it is called St. John Lateran because it was built on property donated by the Lateran 
family and for its baptistry named after St. John. It has withstood barbarian attacks, earth-
quakes, and fire to provide a residence for popes through the centuries. In the late 1500’s, 
Pope Clement VII commissioned a baroque renovation. The present façade was completed in 
1735. St. John Lateran is the “mother and head of all churches of the city and of the world.”  

It is the oldest and ranks first among the four Papal Basilicas of Rome. The cathedral it-
self is located outside of the Vatican City boundaries, territorially located within the city of 
Rome in the Italian Republic. The Scala Sancta (Holy Stairs), wooden steps that encase white 
marble steps, are, according to Roman Catholic tradition, the staircase leading once to the praetorium of Pilate at Jerusalem 
hence sanctified by the footsteps of Jesus Christ during his Passion. The marble stairs are visible through openings in the 
wooden risers. It is a tradition to ascend the stairs on your knees. 

To this class belong only the four great papal churches of Rome, which among other distinctions have a special "holy  door 
and to which a visit is always prescribed as one of the conditions for gaining the Roman Jubilee. The four include: 

St. John Lateran, also called the Lateran Basilica, is the cathedral of the Bishop of Rome, the Pope. It is the only one called 
an "archbasilica." Its full official name is "Papal Basilica of Saint John Lateran, Archbasilica of the Most Holy Saviour and of 
Saints John the Baptist and the Evangelist at the Lateran, Cathedral of Rome". 

St. Peter’s Basilica, also called the Vatican Basilica, is a major pilgrimage site, built over the burial place of Saint Peter. 
Perhaps the largest church in the world, it is used for most of the chief religious ceremonies in which the Pope participates. Its 
official name is the "Papal Basilica of Saint Peter in the Vatican". 

St. Paul Outside the Walls, also known as the Ostian Basilica because it is situated on the road that led to Ostia, is built 
over the burial place of Paul the Apostle. Its official name is the "Papal Basilica of Saint Paul Outside the Walls". 

 St. Mary Major, also called the Liberian Basilica because the original building (not the present one) was attributed to Pope 
Liberius, is the largest church in Rome dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary, whence its name of Saint Mary Major, i.e. the 
Greater. Its official name is the "Papal Basilica of Saint Mary Major". 

These four major basilicas are also distinguished by their having a holy door, opened only in a jubilee year. Furthermore, 
no one may celebrate Mass at the high altar except the Pope and those specially delegated by the Pope to act in his stead. At 
least until recently, these churches were also open twenty-four hours a day and their staff included a college of priests whose 
sole function was to be continually available to hear confessions.  

 
ST. MARTIN OF TOURS, BISHOP  Feast Day, Thursday, November  11 

St. Martin of Tours was born in 316 in Pannonia, now Hungary, and died in 397. At the age of ten Martin, son of a senior 
officer in the Roman army, went to the Christian church against the wishes of his parents and became a catechumen or candi-
date for baptism. At this time, Christianity had been made a legal religion (in 316), but it was by no means the dominant relig-
ion of the Roman Empire. When Martin was fifteen, as the son of a veteran officer, he was required to join a cavalry and was 
stationed in France. 

While Martin was still a soldier, he experienced the vision that became the most-repeated story about his life. He was at 
the gates of the city of Amiens with his soldiers when he met a scantily dressed beggar. He impulsively cut his own military 
cloak in half and shared it with the beggar. That night Martin dreamed of Jesus wearing the half-cloak he had given away. He 
heard Jesus say to the angels: "Here is Martin, the Roman soldier who is not baptized; he has clad me." (Sulpicius, ch 2).  In 
another story, when Martin woke his cloak was restored, and the miraculous cloak was preserved among the relic collection of 
the Merovingian kings of the Franks.  

The dream confirmed Martin in his piety and he was baptized at the age of 18. He served in the military for another two 
years until, just before a battle with the Gauls at Worms in 336, Martin determined that his faith prohibited him from fighting, 
saying, "I am a soldier of Christ. I cannot fight." He was charged with cowardice and jailed, but in response to the charge, he 
volunteered to go unarmed to the front of the troops. His superiors planned to take him up on the offer, but before they could, 
the invaders sued for peace, the battle never occurred, and Martin was released from military service. Martin declared his voca-
tion and made his way to the city of Tours. In 371 Martin was acclaimed bishop of Tours. Martin of Tours is the patron saint of 
the U. S. Army Quartermaster Corps, which has a medal in his name. 

 
ST. JOSAPHAT, BISHOP AND MARTYR Feast Day, Fr iday, November  12 

Johannes Kuncevyk was born in present-day Ukraine in 1580. Upon entering the Order of St. Basil, he chose the name 
Josaphat. Ordained a priest of the Byzantine rite in 1609, he gained renown for his preaching. Named Archbishop of Polotsk, 
Russia in 1617, he worked for the renewal of the diocese and for the union of the Ukrainian Church. Many opposed him, 
claiming that he was trying to impose Roman-style Catholicism on the Ukrainian Church. Josaphat had lived most of his life 
during a time of great schism and while each succeeding year saw fresh evidence of his fruitful labors, it also witnessed the 
steady growth of the schismatic party. Finally on November 12, 1623, an axe stroke and a bullet brought Josaphat his martyr©s 
crown. Josaphat became the first Eastern saint to be formally canonized in 1867. Like him, may we emphasize what unites us 
rather than what divides us as Christians. 
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
